Birth Registration Agent Shiela Mae D. Matining, together with Buenavista MCR Ujunneil V. 

Milambiling, prepared birth certificates for nine individuals whose birth records were verified 

not available in the PSA database. Meanwhile, ROI Mary Michelle M. Macutong and CRC 

Alyza Shane L. Lecaroz provided mobile services to residents in the barangay, such as 

receiving requests for PSA copies of civil registry documents.

COLBs of four 

individuals were prepared after completing the requirements for delayed registration of Live 

Birth. Some registrants were born outside of the province, thus their documents will be 

transmitted and processed by the appropriate PSO/LCRO for subsequent registration.
